The New York City Department of Education is pleased to announce the opening of new high-quality
schools for September 2010. Hundreds of new high schools have been developed in New York
City to help meet the Children First goal of providing an effective school for every single student in
New York City. In this directory you will find a complete list of the new small schools opening across
New York City in September 2010 that will serve 9th grade students as well as students eligible for
Transfer Schools.

What are new small schools@

The new small schools offer personalized leaming environments (af full enrollment, they will have
approximately 500 students or fewer) and provide classes designed fo ensure that all students
meet high standards and graduate. The schools also partner with non-profit organizations, cultural
institutions, and businesses that bring additional resources to enhance leaming. Some of the small
schools have a theme, such as science, law, business, or the arts, which enables students to connect
what they learn in the classroom to the world beyond.

Are new small schools working?

Yes! New York City's new small schools are inspiring students to come to class more often, perform
better on exams, and move on fo the next grade level and graduate on time. Students thrive in small
schools because teachers, principals, and their peers know them well and provide the support to
ensure they are successful.

Is a new small school right for me?

It is important to choose a school that matches your needs and inferests. Some new small schools
have a dress code or uniform, some require students fo do internships, and some may not offer a
full range of elective courses as compared to their larger counterparts. Parents and students should
gather as much information as possible in order to make an informed choice when deciding fo enroll
in a new school.

How do | enroll in a new small high school?

The new small schools enroll students in the same way as other high schools in New York City.
Students are matched to their highest ranked school that also ranked them. Most new high schools
are limited Unscreened; this means that students who attend a high school fair or information
session receive priority. Parent and student atfendance at these sessions must be documented. For
students who did not participate in the high school admissions process, the staff of the Borough
Enrollment Offices can help students and parents find the best school for them. New schools mean
new options—high-quality educational options that work for New York City students. We encourage
parents and students to find out more about how these options can work for them.
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Current eighth grade students can apply to atfend 9th grade at one of the new high schools opening in
September 2010. Students who wish to apply fo one or more of the new high schools must complete a
New High Schools Choice Form to update their choices and priorities. These forms are available from your
guidance counselor,
